General Information on 2005 AIP

1. Recommendation date for arrival and departure

-We recommend you arrive in July 2nd to 3rd and leave in July 30 to 31.

-If AIP participants want to stay in Ulsan until the next semester begins because they will study
at University of Ulsan as an exchange student, we can arrange accommodations and the

student are responsible for the cost of dormitory room and board during vacation.

2. Registration Fee

-We opened a bank account in which you can deposit U.S. dollar currency only. It is expected
that you will pay around 10 dollar commission for wiring regardless of the amount of the money.
In order to save your money, we recommend you make one deposit for all of your participants, if

you have four, make a deposit of $400.

3. Transportation
We will pick you up at Ulsan airport or Kimhae airport. It seems that most of the participants will
choose Incheon international airport to enter Korea. You have to come to Ulsan airport on you

own. See the following information on how to get Ulsan.

* From Incheon airport : Incheon airport is an international airport and there are no flights between

Incheon and Ulsan airports. Therefore, you have to go to Kimpo airport, the nearest domestic airport, to

take a flight for Ulsan. There are limousines every 15 minutes between Incheon and Kimpo airport from

5:00am to 10:00pm. From Incheon to Kimpo airport, it takes around one hour and the cost is around five



to ten dollars. (For more information please call, 02-2664-9898,9776) There are flights between Kimpo

and Ulsan airport almost every hour from 6:30am to 8:00pm and flight time is around one hour.

* From Ulsan airport : The easiest and fastest way to get University of Ulsan from Ulsan airport is to

take a taxi. It takes around 30 minutes and costs around 10 dollars.

* From Kimhae airport : There are limousines every one hour between Kimhae airport in the
city of Busan and Sinbok rotary in the city of Ulsan from 8:00am to 10:00pm. Remember that
the limousines for Taehwa rotary run from a domestic airline zone, so those who enter Korea
through Kimhae airport need to go to the domestic airline zone. It takes only 15 minutes from
Sinbok rotary to University of Ulsan on foot. The limousine cost is around six dollars. (For more
