The Central and Eastern European
Studies Program provides the opportunity to
study strategic management in  Estonia,
Latvia and Lithuania with an AU faculty
member . Strategic management concepts
will come to life through company visits and
candid discussions with business leaders in
small group settings. Students will meet
upper -level managers at the helm of local
and multinational businesses who have led
their organizations through the challenges

Course Information

The focus of this program is strategic
management, and all students are strongly
encouraged to enroll in MNGT 4800.
However, students who do have the
necessary prerequisites for MNGT 4800
would be allowed in the program and take
MNGT 4100-Management in a Global
Business Environment for 3 credit hours. A
maximum of 6 hours may be taken during
this program.  Course prerequisites are
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a market econom y and EU integration .
Students will also meet government officials
responsible for public policy.

Students will have free time for individual
exploration of Tallinn, Riga, and Vilnius and
W KH F ligh cutivgl and entertainment
offerin gs. Students also may travel, at their
own expense, prior to or at the conclusion
of the program .

Location s
Auburn . On May13-15th and 18 -19th, we will
meet in Auburn in an intensive classroom
setting. Students will perform a business
simulation a nd class activities will focus on
strategic management concepts.

The Baltic countries were Soviet occupied

until 1991 and have seen radical changes
including entry into NATO and the EU. All
three countries are currently facing
significant economic challenges.

Tallin n, Estonia . Tallinn is the capital of the
coun try, boasts a large port, and offers
historical and modern contrasts.

Riga, Latvia. From art-deco architecture to
world -class opera, Riga is full of history and
culture. lIts location on the  Baltic Sea makes
it an important center of trade.

Vilnius, Lithuania . With a history mar ked by
a variety of foreign occupations and an  old
town know n for Baroque architecture , itis
easy to see why Vilnius was the European
Capital of Culture for 2009.

Cost

The cost of the program is $ 5,850 plus
the AU Study abroad fee ($540). The cost
covers tuition, lodging , breakfast,
transportation among Estonia, Latvia and
Lithuania , and field trips. Transportation to
and from Europe, optional non-program
travel, personal expenses , and most meals
are the responsibility of the stude  nt.

Preferred fl ights

Students must arrange to arrive in
Tallinn by 5 p.m. on 5/29/10. The program
director will designate a flight arriving in
Tallinn on 5/29 and a flight departing from
Vilnius on 6/19 as preferred flights. If
students arrive a nd depart on these flights,
hostel transportation will be provided .
